The regular meeting of the FSU/PINES CHARTER ELEMENTARY SCHOOL ADVISORY BOARD/PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT COUNCIL was called to order by Chairman Perez at 4:00 p.m., Tuesday, January 11,2 016, at the Southwest Regional Library, 16835 Sheridan Street, Pembroke Pines, Florida.  Present to-wit:  Chairman Perez, Vice Chairman Pilger, Members Jones, Cilli, Walker, Gonzalez, Founds, Roman; Dr. Libidinsky, Principal; J. Bonilla, Comptroller’s Office, and Secretary Epstein.  Absent:  Member Davis.  The Secretary declared a quorum present.


The Pledge of Allegiance was recited to commence the meeting.

ANNOUNCEMENTS


Mr. Eric Gutierrez, lead registrar for the City’s charter schools, announced dates for enrollment in the schools’ lottery system.  He also advised that information on the lottery details and campus reassignments are available on the City’s website, as well as newspaper, fliers, and other advertising media.

CITY MANAGER’S REPORT


Member Gonzalez reported that the charter schools’ yearly audits have been completed, and that the charter schools were financially sound, with increased reserves.


Member Gonzalez advised that a meeting date to review the 2016-17 school budget would have to be determined.  There was consensus to schedule the FSU/Pines Charter Elementary School Advisory Board meeting for Wednesday, June 8, 2016, at 6:00 p.m.

MINUTES


On a motion by Vice Chairman Pilger, seconded by Member Founds, to approve the minutes of the October 14, 2015 meeting as presented, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

REVIEW OF 2014-15 A+ PLANS

A+ Committee Members, Celeste Grosse and Laura Coleman, presented for Board review the Committee timeline, minutes of several Committee meetings, voting Rules, drafts of plans submitted, and the A+ Plan which received 51% approval by the eligible voters.


Mrs. Grosse explained that there was lack of time for review and approval of the plans this year, due to delay in notification of the school’s A+ status.  She expressed a willingness on the part of the A+ Committee to discuss procedures throughout the year for formulating plans for improvement of future voting deliberations.  There was consensus that the Committee would present an update of any new recommendations at the FSU/Pembroke Pines Charter Advisory Board meeting scheduled for June 8, 2016.


The recommended Plan distribution was as follows:


88% of funds to Administration and Instructional Staff

12% remaining divided among ESE Director, full

and part time office staff


On a motion by Member Gonzalez, seconded by Member Jones, to approve Plan A for the 2014-15 A+ Plan Distribution receiving 51% approval of faculty votes, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.
