The following motions were passed with reference to the

 items enumerated above:


On a motion by Member Rodney, seconded by Member Freedman, to waive parking donation for 2016 art festival, the MOTION FAILED.

Motion by Member Rodney, seconded by Member Carvahal, to adopt the theme of “The Art Awakens” as a theme/slogan for the 2016 festival, PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.


Motion by Member Carvajal, seconded by Member Freedman, to place a ¼ page art festival ad in “City News” for 1 or 2 months (at the Liaison’s discretion), PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

There was consensus that Members Colombo, Coberly and Rosenberg would judge art festival entries on Wednesday, January 27, 2016, with a second judging for late entries in February.

Ms. Bonkowski advised re placement of tents at Academic Village for the festival, and that some areas would not be available for tents as per the Fire Marshal’s concerns.  There was a lengthy discussion on areas to be utilized for festival tents.  The Chairman stated she and Liaison would visit the site to determine final placement of festival tents. 
OLD BUSINESS

The Small sculptures project proposed at Studio 18 – Liaison Bonkowski advised that she is in the process of hiring a new person for Studio 18 who will be tasked to develop a small sculpture project at Studio 18.

NEW BUSINESS

The Board discussed revisiting the Fence Art project and there was consensus not to further pursue this project.  

Chairman Colombo stated she would consult with the City Planner on what might be involved in pursuing the crosswalk painting project suggested by Member Freedman.

Ms. Bonkowski will research locations of park benches which might be available for a bench painting project.

Updates on the latter two items will appear on the February 2016 Board agenda.

Vice Chairman Rosenberg voiced the need for visible art throughout the City to distinguish it as an art-conscious municipality.

Ms. Bonkowski advised that the current artist-in-residence has created 4 art pieces for the new civic center.
