· Mr. Stamm presented a review from Money Magazine re direct comparables for best places to live in the country; also draft of Development Profiles brochure being prepared showing residential and commercial property development.

A joint workshop with other City boards, including the Ad Hoc Committee, is anticipated early in 2016 for discussions on a marketing and external communications plan.
