The Secretary declared a quorum present.
MINUTES


Two minor corrections were made on Pages 1 and 3, and a correction on Page 2, paragraph 1 of OLD BUSINESS.  The following words were eliminated: “procurement-related conflicts” and the insertion of the words “the procedures for private-public partnerships” after the word “investigate”.  



On a motion by Member Cordova, seconded by Vice Chairman Umpierre, to approve the minutes of the January 5, 2016 meeting, as amended, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.
PRESENTATION


Chairman Vollovick introduced Asst. City Attorney Jacob Horowitz, who made a presentation on Board meeting/parliamentary procedures, origination of resolutions, and explanation of the City procurement code.  A Q&A period by Board members followed.
LIAISON REPORT

· Mr. Koubek distributed updated report on new development reviews and inspections, landscape permits and completed projects. No further liaison report due to time constraints.
OLD BUSINESS


The Board further discussed avenues for requesting City Commission consideration of a wildflower resolution. There was consensus that the Board should direct a member to approach a City Commissioner with such request.

On a motion by Member Cordova, seconded by Vice Chairman Umpierre, to direct a member, on behalf of the LAB, to present to a City Commissioner a draft of the Broward County wildflower resolution, and to work with staff, as needed, for Commission consideration, the MOTION PASSED (3-2).

NEW BUSINESS

Mr. Yaciuk advised that the joint workshop with several City boards is scheduled for February 25.  The workshop will be attended by members of the Planning & Zoning Board, Landscape 
Advisory Board, and Economic Development Board.  LAB members were requested to suggest items for discussion at the workshop.

On a motion by Vice Chairman Umpierre, seconded by Member Cordova, to cancel the March 1, 2016 LAB meeting, and reconvene at the joint workshop on February 25, 2016, 6:30 p.m. at the SWFP Senior Center, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

On a motion by Member Cordova, seconded by Member Hasandras, to record an excused absence from the February 2016 meeting for Member Marcos, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

On a motion by Member Jones, seconded by Vice Chairman Umpierre, to eliminate placing the “GOOD AND WELFARE” item on future LAB agendas, and add “ITEMS AT THE REQUEST OF THE BOARD”, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

On a motion by Vice Chairman Umpierre, seconded by Member Hasandras, to discuss a pilot project for planting native wildflowers at the next meeting, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.
