The regular meeting of the LANDSCAPE ADVISORY BOARD was called to order by Chairman Vollovick at 6:30 p.m., Tuesday, June 7, 2016, at the Southwest Focal Point Senior Center, 301 NW 103 Avenue, Pembroke Pines, Florida.   Present to-wit:    Chairman Vollovick, Members Cordova, Hasandras, Jones, Marcos; J. Yaciuk, Planning Division; William Granda, Liaison; Asst. City Attorney Nerette, and Marie Epstein, Board Secretary. Absent: Vice Chairman Umpierre.  Also present:  Former City Commissioner McCluskey.
The Secretary declared a quorum present.
APPOINTMENT OF CHAIR/VICE CHAIR

The Chairman opened the floor for nominations for Chair.

Member Jones nominated Member Hasandras; seconded by Member Cordova.  Member Cordova nominated Member Vollovick; seconded by Member Marcos.


A vote for Member Hasandras yielded 3 votes; vote for Member Vollovick yielded 5 votes.  Member Vollovick was appointed as Chair.


The Chairman opened the floor for Vice Chair nominations.  There was one nomination for Member Hasandras by Chairman Vollovick, seconded by Member Jones.  Member Hasandras was appointed as Vice Chair.  
MINUTES

Minutes of the April 5, 2016 meeting were approved as presented upon motion by Member Cordova, seconded by Member Marcos.


Minutes of the May 3, 2016 meeting were approved as presented by motion of Member Jones, seconded by Member Marcos.

LIAISON REPORT


Mr. Granda distributed updated report on new development reviews and inspections, landscape permits and completed projects for Board review.
OLD BUSINESS

Mr. Yaciuk reported that wildflower plantings will commence soon at the Ben Fiorendino Park.  He also noted that there will be signage there indicating it as a wildflower site.


Chairman Vollovick inquired whether the Board wished to continue its speaker program.  There was discussion and consensus to continue this program on an intermittent basis.
NEW BUSINESS

There was an in depth discussion of Commissioner Schwartz’ proposal for schools to embrace butterfly gardens.  Vice Chairman Hasandras advised that University of Florida has programs which might assist students to embrace butterfly gardens through its Institute of Food and Agricultural Services (IFAS).  There was consensus that either Staff or a Board member contact IFAS to ascertain its program and whether an IFAS speaker might present such a program at the LAB August meeting.


On a motion by Vice Chairman Hasandras, seconded by Member Marcos, to propose an initiative for all Pembroke Pines middle schools to embrace butterfly gardens, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.


A second initiative was discussed on whether the Board should look into a program for creation of integrated art and urban landscapes in underutilized public spaces in the City.


On a motion by Vice Chairman Hasandras, seconded by Member Cordova, to move forward with a program for creation of urban landscapes in underutilized public spaces, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.  


Board members will survey the City to research and determine underutilized public spaces and report at the August meeting.

Absences of Members Jones, Umpierre and Hasandras for the April 2016 meeting were excused, upon motion of Member Cordova, seconded by Vice Chairman Hasandras.
