The regular meeting of the FSU/PINES CHARTER ELEMENTARY SCHOOL ADVISORY BOARD/PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT COUNCIL was called to order by Vice Chairman Pilger (via telephone) 6:00 p.m., Wednesday, June 8, 2016, at the FSU/Pines Charter Elementary School Media Center, 601 SW 172 Avenue, Pembroke Pines, Florida.  Present to-wit:  Vice Chairman Pilger (via telephone), Members Walker, Gonzalez, Founds, Roman, Turner, Roehrig; Dr. Libidinsky, Principal; J. Bonilla, Comptroller’s Office; Asst. City Attorney Sherman, and Secretary Epstein.  Absent:  Members Davis, Jones, Perez, Cilli.  The Secretary declared a quorum present.


The Pledge of Allegiance was recited to commence the meeting.

OATHS OF OFFICE


Secretary Epstein administered oaths of office to Members Jeannine Turner and Alysia Roehrig, substituting for Members Jones and Davis.

APPOINTMENT OF CHAIR/VICE CHAIR


Member Gonzalez nominated Member Roman as Chairman; Member Walker seconded the nomination.  There were no other nominations.   Member Roman was appointed Chairman.


Chairman Roman opened the floor for Vice Chairman nominations.  Member Gonzalez nominated Member Walker; Member Turner seconded the nomination.  There were no other nominations.  Member Walker was appointed Vice Chairman.

MINUTES


On a motion by Member Gonzalez, seconded by Member Walker, to approve the minutes of the January 11, 2016 meeting as presented, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

REVIEW OF 2015-16 A+ PLAN SURVEY

A+ Committee Members, Celeste Grosse and Laura Coleman, presented a review of the Committee’s new survey and timeline, which was sent to faculty and staff.  They stated that this review was at the request of the Advisory Board to present an update at its June 8th meeting on procedures throughout the year for formulating plans for improvement of future A+ fund distribution deliberations.  Mrs. Grosse and Mrs. Coleman reviewed with the Board the results of the survey, which would be used by the A+ Committee to develop the ballot for future  A+ fund distri-

bution.  They fielded questions from the Board relative to survey responses and comments by those surveyed.  

There was no action required or taken by the Board at this time relative to the A+ Plan.

REVIEW OF PAEC GIFTED ENDORSEMENT PLAN


Dr. Libidinsky presented the PAEC plan, which had been provided to members previously, and invited Board action for approval.


After discussion, on a motion by Member Founds, seconded by Member Roehrig, to approve the PAEC Gifted Endorsement Plan as presented, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

REVIEW OF PPCS VISION AND MISSION PLAN


Member Founds presented for approval the Vision and Mission Plan, which outlined the vision and mission of the school to prepare students to succeed.  The presentation included a timeline of events for implementing the Plan.


On a motion by Member Turner, seconded by Member Roehrig, to proceed with the PPCS Vision and Mission Plan as presented, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

REVIEW OF 2016-17 FSU/PEMBROKE PINES CHARTER SCHOOL BUDGET


Member Gonzalez reviewed with the Board the proposed
 2016-17 school budget.  The total proposed budget for 2016-17 is $6,661,870.  Member Gonzalez fielded budget questions from the Board and the public.


On a motion by Member Roehrig, seconded by Member Turner, to transmit a favorable recommendation for the 2016-17 FSU/Pines Charter School budget to the City Commission, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

ABSENCES


On a motion by Member Gonzalez, seconded by Member Founds, to record excused absences for this meeting for Member Davis, Jones, Perez and Cilli, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

ATTORNEY PRESENTATION


Assistant City Attorney Brian Sherman made a brief presentation of the State’s Sunshine Law requirements in light of the new members attending the meeting.  He also reported on the passage of Chapter 2016-237 Laws of Florida permitting school’s governing board members to attend board meetings by means of Communications Media Technology, with certain amendments to the school’s meeting notice to comply with the new law.
