The regular meeting of the ARTS and CULTURE ADVISORY BOARD was called to order by Chairman Colombo at 7:00 p.m., Tuesday, August 11, 2016, at the Southwest Focal Point Senior Center, 301 NW 103 Avenue, Pembroke Pines, Florida.  Present to-wit:  Chairman Colombo, Vice Chairman Rosenberg, Members Rodney, Coberly, Comfort; H. Bonkowski, Liaison; and Secretary Epstein.  Absent: Members Freedman, Carvajal. The Secretary declared a quorum present. 

Chairman Colombo announced the resignation of Member Freedman from the Board.

MINUTES

Minutes of the June 14, 2016 meeting were APPROVED UNANIMOUSLY, as presented, upon motion by Member Rodney, seconded by Vice Chairman Rosenberg.
ABSENCES


On a motion by Vice Chairman Rosenberg, seconded by Member Rodney, to record an excused absence for Member Coberly for the June, 2016 meeting, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.
REPORT OF LIAISON:

· Art competition – applications for the annual art competition have been sent; jurying of art pieces will take place on 9/13 with Members Rosenberg, Coberly and Colombo as judges.  The art competition reception is on 9/23/16 at Studio 18

· Glass Gallery – final activity at Glass Gallery will be the Children’s Christmas event in December.
· Studio 18 – is preparing for the art competition exhibit in September.  There was discussion of the continuation of the foreign art and dance program at Studio 18.  Ms. Bonkowski advised she will discuss the program with the new co-ordinator and report at next meeting.

· Traffic box wrapping – It was reported that four locations have been designated for the traffic box artwork.  The Board contemplated a call to artists to design and perform the artwork.
On a motion by Member Rodney, seconded by Vice Chairman Rosenberg, to recommend continuation of the international art and dance program at Studio 18, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.   

On a motion by Member Coberly, seconded by Member Rodney, to recommend a call to artists to submit designs with a foliage theme for signal box wrappings, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.
NEW BUSINESS


Discussion ensued on a proposal to donate $1500 to PPTOPA as done in previous years.


Member Rodney moved to recommend a $1500 donation to PPTOPA.  The motion FAILE for lack of a second to the motion.


Ms. Bonkowski reported that a new City historian has been engaged.  There was consensus that the new historian, Barry Pearlman, be invited to the October A&C board meeting for an update on the City’s Historical Museum.

On a motion by Member Rodney to change the Board’s regular meeting date to the second Thursday of the month, the motion FAILED for lack of a second to the motion.


On a motion by Vice Chairman Rosenberg, seconded by Member Rodney, to change the Board’s November meeting date to November 9, 2016, due to Election Day, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.
