The Joint Workshop  meeting of the ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT BOARD and the SOCIAL MEDIA COMMITTEE was called to order by Vice Chairman Boisvert at 6:30 p.m., Thursday, August 18, 2016, at the Southwest Focal Point Senior Center, 301 NW 103 Avenue, Pembroke Pines, Florida. Also present:  Social Media Committee Vice Chairman Nepola and Members Johnson and Zingale; M. Keffort, SMC Liaison, and Secretary Epstein.  Absent: Member Leconte.  Also present: former Commissioner Jack McCluskey.  The Secretary declared a quorum present.

OATH OF OFFICE

Secretary Epstein administered the oath of office to new Member Mark O’Loughlin, who replaced Member Monroig as a Chamber of Commerce appointment to the Board.  The Vice Chairman welcomed him to the Board.
APPOINTMENT OF CHAIR/VICE CHAIR


Vice Chairman Boisvert announced the resignation of Chairman Monroig and the necessity to hold new elections for Chair and Vice Chair.  He also announced the resignation of Member Perez.

The Vice Chairman opened the floor for nominations for Chairman.  Member Lombardi nominated Member Boisvert, seconded by Member Greenberg.  There were no other nominations. Member Boisvert was appointed as Chairman.


The Chairman opened the floor for nominations for Vice Chairman.  Member Lombardi nominated Member Greenberg, seconded by Member O’Loughlin.  There were no other nominations.  Member Greenberg was appointed as Vice Chairman.

On a motion by Vice Chairman Greenberg, seconded by Member Ash, to approve the minutes of the June 16, 2016 meeting, as presented, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

NEW BUSINESS


Mr. Justin Nepola, Vice Chair of the Social Media Committee, advised that the Committee had submitted its interim report to City Commission at the 8/17/16 meeting.  The report stressed the urgency of establishing a brand identity and communications/marketing strategy for City Center, and including public communications with a focus on social media within the upcoming budget.  The SMC would like to recommend consolidation of all internal and external communications, including social media, under the direction of City Manager or his designee, to ensure consistent messaging, branding and identity.


There was consensus regarding the EDB’s support for the SMC recommendations. Chairman Boisvert also advocated possibility of establishing the SMC as a permanent Committee in the future.


On a motion by Member O’Loughlin, seconded by Vice Chairman Greenberg, to support the efforts and concept of the Social Media Committee to present a unified focus of one brand, one voice for the City; to support the sense of urgency associated therewith, so that it works with budgeting as well as the opening of City Center; and to support the Communications Plan, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.


Mr. Stamm reported that Staff will be utilizing “Upworks” web software for submission of requests for branding, with specs  for icons, logo, color schemes, fonts, tag lines, etc.  SMC Member Zingale suggested utilizing a professional agency for its expertise in developing branding.


Mr. Stamm reported that the Communications Plan is in final edit stage for a resolution to be presented in September.
