The regular meeting of the LANDSCAPE ADVISORY BOARD was called to order by Vice Chairman Hasandras at 6:30 p.m., Tuesday, August 2, 2016, at the Southwest Focal Point Senior Center, 301 NW 103 Avenue, Pembroke Pines, Florida.   Present to-wit:    Vice Chairman Hasandras, Members Cordova, Jones, Marcos, Umpierre; J. Yaciuk, Planning Division; William Granda, Liaison; Asst. City Attorney Nerette, and Marie Epstein, Board Secretary. Absent: Chairman Vollovick.  Also present: City Commissioner Iris Siple.
The Secretary declared a quorum present.  

PRESENTATION

Julio Perez, of UF-IFAS Extension Education Division, gave a powerpoint presentation on butterfly gardening in Broward County, including:  life of butterflies and typical plants necessary for gardens.  A Q&A session ensued.  Mr. Perez referred the Board to Christine Haas of the Education Division for input on organizing and assisting students regarding butterfly gardens.
MINUTES

Minutes of the June 7, 2016 meeting were approved as presented upon motion by Member Jones, seconded by Member Marcos.

LIAISON REPORT


Mr. Granda distributed updated report on new development reviews and inspections, landscape permits and completed projects for Board review.  

Mr. Yaciuk reported that three special projects are underway:  (1) wildflower plantings at Fiorendino Park; (2) Pines Boulevard beautification project beginning installations on 8/1; (3) Dykes Road median improvement.


Commissioner Siple commented on the Dykes Road median improvements, noting that the project has been stagnant for too long, and that the trees installed are inadequate in size and quality.  She expressed hope for prompt improvement in the project.

OLD BUSINESS

Vice Chairman Hasandras invited discussion on the next steps toward the initiative for middle schools to embrace butterfly gardens.  Several suggestions were put forth, including contacting Ms. Christine Haas of the UF-IFAS Extension Education Division for input on organizing and assisting students in this endeavor.


On a motion by Member Umpierre, seconded by Member Cordova, to direct Staff to contact Christine Haas to gather information for resources for school butterfly gardens and to report at the next meeting, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

There was discussion on identifying underutilized public spaces for integrated art and urban landscape installations thereon.  There was consensus for Board members to research such spaces when provided with specific locations.


On a motion by Member Cordova, seconded by Member Umpierre, to utilize Staff resources to identify underutilized areas for creation of urban art and landscapes, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.
