MINUTES


Minutes of the August 11, 2016 meeting were APPROVED UNANIMOUSLY, as presented, upon motion by Member Rodney, seconded by Vice Chairman Rosenberg.
ABSENCES


On a motion by Member Rodney, seconded by Vice Chairman Rosenberg, to record an excused absence for Member Carvajal for the August, 2016 meeting, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.
REPORT OF LIAISON:
Art Competition
· Judges juried 240 pieces of art from 97 artists.  Seven pieces were chosen for selection for the art festival poster.  The Board selected Jose Dominguez’ “Florida” photograph for the art poster. 

·  A reception for the Art Competition will be held on September 23 at Studio 18.

· A new exhibit “Concept to Creation” of Studio 18 artists will hold a reception on October 28.
· Studio 18 Curator, Michael Edelman, working on Haitian art and dance program, to include school participation.
Member Rodney moved to expand future art competitions to

include a digital art category.  The motion failed for lack of a second.
OLD BUSINESS

Liaison Bonkowski advised that the City Historian, Barry Perlman, is working on cataloging and filing of the City’s historical artifacts.

NEW BUSINESS

Chairman Colombo presented data for Board review on video projection mapping onto buildings.  This item was offered as a possible future project for the new cultural center.


On a motion by Member Carvajal, seconded by the Vice Chairman, to recommend that Administration include a creative art projection program in the new City Center, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

The Chairman suggested enhancing the City’s new monument signs with artwork on the side panels.  The Board discussed feasibility of such a proposal and there was consensus to seek Administration direction prior to proceeding further.


On a motion by Member Coberly, seconded by Member Rodney, to recommend to Administration the placement of artwork of the same artistic design on the sides of all monument welcoming signs, the motion was PASSED, with Member Carvajal dissenting.
