The regular meeting of the ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT BOARD was called to order by Chairman Boisvert at 6:30 p.m., Thursday, September 15, 2016, at the Southwest Focal Point Senior Center, 301 NW 103 Avenue, Pembroke Pines, Florida.  Present to-wit:  Chairman Boisvert, Vice Chairman Greenberg, Members Ash, Chevannes, Liebeskind, Migdalski, Lombardi, Leconte, O’Loughlin, Cappella; C. Fermin, Planning and Economic Development Department, and Secretary Epstein.  Absent: Member Meister.  Also present:  former EDB Chairman Israel Monroig.  The Secretary declared a quorum present.


Mr. Israel Monroig, former EDB Chairman, thanked the Board for three years of service under his chairmanship, and extended good wishes to the new Chair and Vice Chair.

MINUTES


Minutes of the August 2016 meeting were amended to omit the words “elements of” before “Communications Plan” in the motion on Page 3 thereof.
On a motion by Vice Chairman Greenberg, seconded by Member Liebeskind, to approve the minutes of the August 18, 2016 meeting, as amended, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

OLD BUSINESS


The Board reviewed and discussed the integrated Communications Strategic Plan, previously provided to the Board.  The Plan’s main recommendation is to consolidate all communications, to be streamlined through one department; also, a new City app with an education component on uses for social media.  


The Social Media Committee will present its final report to City Commission on October 5th.  The report recommends The Communications Strategic Plan with a public information officer and proper training of personnel necessary therefor; the controlling message is to have unified communications throughout the City.
NEW BUSINESS


The Board discussed possible EDB projects for 2016-17.  New goals include promoting sports tourism, promoting economic development; aesthetics (including removing water rust stains and pressure cleaning medians/sidewalks; a business survey.  The Chairman requested Members to review the Board’s Strategic Plan for suggestions of two additional topics to target at the October meeting. 


There was much enthusiasm regarding sports tourism, which the Board will pursue at the next meeting, as well as discussion on creating a business survey.
