The Board discussed creating a new business survey as a project for 2016-17.  Ms. Fermin distributed a copy of a recent Miramar survey and enumerated its findings and recommendations.


Chairman Boisvert inquired what the Board wishes to obtain from a proposed survey.  Some of the questions include:  why choose Pembroke Pines, expansion plans, jobs, relationship of businesses with the City.  Board will further input recommendations for creation of a business survey at the November meeting.


A second topic of discussion for proposed EDB project – aesthetics for the City.  Many suggestions were put forth to improve aesthetics.  Further development of this item will be discussed at the November meeting.  


A report is expected at the November meeting regarding the matter of sports tourism in west Broward.  Ms. Fermin suggested inviting a guest speaker from the Broward Convention and Visitors Bureau to the December meeting.


Future Board subjects for discussion/recommendation – development of overlay district for eastern Pines; Howard Forman Park development; Pembroke Lakes Mall redesign/improvements.
