Bonilla, Comptroller’s Office, and Secretary Epstein.  Absent:  None.  The Secretary declared a quorum present.


The Pledge of Allegiance was recited to commence the meeting.

MINUTES


On a motion by Member Gonzalez, seconded by Member Perez, to approve the minutes of the June 6, 2016 meeting as presented, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

REPORT OF COMPTROLLER


Mr. Bonilla presented an update for the 2015-16 charter schools fiscal year, reporting a balance of $1.2M, stating that some of the profits ensuing were from energy efficiencies installed over the summer.

NEW BUSINESS:

REVIEW OF SCHOOL IMPROVEMENT PLAN

Member Founds presented the School Improvement Plan, which had been provided to members previously.  She reviewed the Plan’s mission, current school status, goals for the 2016-17 year, and an implementation timeline.  She invited Board action for approval.

On a motion by Member Cilli, seconded by Member Jones, to approve the 2016-17 School Improvement Plan as presented, the motion was passed UNANIMOUSLY.

Member Founds also gave an update on accreditation.

A+ PLAN UPDATE

Mrs. Coleman reported that the school had once again received an “A” rating this year.

She reported that a survey is being created by the A+ Committee, which will meet shortly to discuss allocation of future funds.  She expressed a desire that an independent Advisory Board member sit on the Committee this year.  Board action on the A+ Plan will occur at the December meeting.  Member Gonzalez volunteered to be a sitting A+ Committee member.

REVIEW OF PAEC MASTER IN-SERVICE PLAN, ESE-AUTISM PLAN, AND SEVERE AND PROFOUND DISABILITIES PLAN

Dr. Libidinsky presented the PAEC plans which had been provided to members for review previously, and invited the Board action for approval.

On a motion by Member Pilger, seconded by Member Walker, to approve the PAEC Master In-Service Plan, PAEC ESE-Autisum Plan, and PAEC Severe and Profound Disabilities Plan as presented, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

WELLNESS POLICY

Dr. Libidinsky presented the current Wellness Plan, explained several minor changes in the language of the Plan, and invited Board action for approval.

On a motion by Member Gonzalez, seconded by Member Perez, to approve the 2016-17 Wellness Policy as presented by Dr. Libidinsky, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

OPEN FORUM









Member Founds invited the Board to discuss the need for a district liaison and a more defined role for a curriculum specialist, and communications improvements, in order to be better prepared at the start of the school year.  There was consensus to place this item on the next meeting agenda.  There was also consensus to hold the next meeting on Thursday, December 15, 2016.
